Registration for Fall 2009 Courses - June 8-26
We are delighted that you will be joining the students, faculty and staff at Peabody College of Vanderbilt University beginning in the fall semester. Peabody College Undergraduate Handbook


The Human and Organizational Development Undergraduate Handbook contains key 
information for planning not only your fall 2009 course selections but also your four year 
degree program.

(page 30), Liberal Education Core requirement course listings (pages 46-48) and the

(pages 54-55) will be a helpful resource with your fall course scheduling.  

Fall Course Schedule Booklet

You should familiarize yourself with the narrative in the beginning pages of the Schedule of Courses Fall 2009 booklet.  You will be selecting courses from the Peabody section     (pages 63-72) for meeting times and days for your Peabody major courses.  You will find most of your Liberal Education Core courses in the Arts and Science section (pages 8-42).  Some courses in Blair School of Music and the School of Engineering will also fulfill Liberal Education Core Requirements.

The days of the week that classes meet are designated as follows:


M = Monday, 
T = Tuesday, 
W = Wednesday,  R = Thursday,  F = Friday (A TR class 
meets both Tuesday and Thursday and a MWF course meets three days of the week, 
etc.)  Many classes have discussion sessions or laboratory times in addition to the lecture 
time and days.  Please pay careful attention to avoid scheduling time and day conflicts.

Course Request Worksheet

2.   Select Your Liberal Education Core Courses 


Peabody undergraduate students complete the requirements of the Liberal Education 
Core program.  This Liberal Education Core component is intended to provide students 
with a solid foundation in the arts and sciences.  


All courses at Vanderbilt that will fulfill areas of the Liberal Education Core for Human 


and Organizational Development majors are listed on pages 46-48 in the Peabody 


Human and Organizational Development Undergraduate Handbook.
3.  The H&OD department expects students to take ENGL 100 (if required) or a 100 

level "W" course in the fall 2009 semester.  Writing-intensive courses may also 

 fulfill areas of the liberal education core as well as the writing requirement.  For 
example, PHIL 100W may count for the writing requirement and also as the Philosophy 
requirement in the Humanities area of the Liberal Education Core or ENGL 102W may 
count for both the writing requirement and the Communications area of the Liberal 
Education Core.  The rules for English 100 and the writing requirement are listed on 
page 48 in the H&OD Handbook

4.  Other courses for fall 2009

Mathematics:

It is recommended that H&OD Freshmen select one 3-4 hour Mathematics 
course 
from the following:



MATH 140, or 150A.  Exception: Students with acceptable AP math 


scores 
or students who have a SAT II Math Test Score Level 1 of 620 and 

up or a Level II test score of 570 and up will be exempt from three hours 


of the six hour math requirement but must still satisfy the statistics course 


requirement. 



Students who have met the mathematics requirement may select PSY 


2101 or a course listed from another area of the Liberal Education Core.


Philosophy Course:


A Philosophy Course is required for H&OD majors in the Humanities area of the 
Liberal Education Core.  PHIL 105 is recommended but students may select 
another Philosophy course of interest to be taken during the first year.

HELPFUL SCHEDULING TIPS

1. If you are not strong in Math and Science, you probably should not take them in the same semester.

2. Avoid registering for a Communication Studies (CMST) course your first year.  You will have a better chance of getting a CMST course in your sophomore year.

3. You should register for at least 15 hours each semester in order to graduate in eight regular semesters with your class. The Human and Organizational Development department recommends 16 to 17 hours for your first semester.
4. If you have AP or IB credit you should reference the AP credit list on pages 12-13 in the Peabody Human and Organizational Development Undergraduate Handbook for the exact Vanderbilt course credit you will earn.  Your test scores must be submitted to Vanderbilt prior to your first semester of enrollment to obtain credit.  If you do not know your AP/IB scores yet avoid registering for courses for which you feel that you are likely to receive AP/IB credit.

5. You should not sign up for 200 or 2000 level courses during your first year at Peabody unless recommended by your department.  These normally are courses for students classified as Junior or Senior.

6. Do not register for Arts and Science Freshman Seminars (115, 115F courses), which are open to Arts and Science students only.  If the courses are open during the first week of the semester, students in other Vanderbilt undergraduate schools may enroll. Arts and Science 115F courses may be used to partially satisfy the writing requirement.
